Each shapefile outlines and names a school district’s elementary, middle, and/or secondary school attendance zone boundaries, which to our knowledge are current as of Fall 2009. Our file naming system and metadata explain the source of each map. Some maps came to us as GIS shapefiles by town GIS coordinators, while we created others by digitizing paper maps, lists of street addresses by school zone, and/or editing other existing shapefiles. See metadata in each shapefile for details.

We believe that this is the most complete set of Hartford-area school attendance zone files, since there does not appear to be any centralized collection of these local school board maps by any Connecticut government agency or library.
