Metadata for Sec_sch coverage

Coverage contents:

This coverage contains points for public and private high schools and middle schools.  It also contains post-secondary institutions and special schools.  It also has public libraries.

Data Collection:

The listing of middle and high school locations were compiled from a list of public middle and high schools put out by the state of Kansas.  Other sources came from a websit listing from the Unified Government and a compiled list obtained for an earlier map.  The listings were compiled by the Management Analysis Dept. formerly Information and Research.  The placement of the points were done using a 1985 map compiled by this office and a 1985 map compiled by USD 500.  Placement was also done by using our set of parcel maps and our LANDS data base.

Annotation and Point Text:

The points have four sets of text.  The first being "name", example is: Wyandotte High.  The second is "sch_dist" being school district designation.  The four school district numbers of 202, 203, 204 and 500 are used for the public schools.For the private schools a designation of "PRI" is used.  For state supported schools "KAN" is used. For the community college "COL" is used.  For the libraries "LIB" is used. The third text is "type", which defines what type of public or private school it is.  If it is a middle school, "M" is used.  For high schools "H" is used.  The fourth text is "address", example "625 Minnesota Ave". All of the texts are character fields.  The annotation has five levels.  Level 1 is middle schools.  Level 2 is public high schools.  Level 3 is private high schools.  Level 4 is post-secondary.  Level 5 is libraries.  The size of annotation is 700 feet for middle schools.  For high schools 800 feet is used.  For all others 900feet is used.  This is good for 11" x 17" map with the bold textsymbol used.
