OBJECTIVES: The SABINS data infrastructure project is the first, comprehensive effort to assemble, unify, and disseminate digital GIS data of elementary, middle, and high school catchment areas contained within school districts throughout the country. The initial phase of the project will assemble digital GIS data delineating school attendance boundaries contained within the largest 600 school districts; these districts enroll 45 percent of the nation's public school children.  The SABINS data project will also obtain school attendance boundaries for all school districts within nine, regionally diverse metropolitan areas (Bakersfield, CA; Hartford, CT; Houston, TX; Kansas City, MO; Milwaukee, WI; Nashville, TN; Philadelphia, PA; Tucson, AZ; Washington, DC), for all districts within three entire states (Delaware, Minnesota, and Oregon), and for any school districts that have readily available digital GIS data.

Each school attendance boundary in the SABINS database will be integrated with data from the 2010 decennial census, the American Community Survey, the U.S. Department of Education's Common Core of Data and the Private School Universe Survey. Linking demographic data with school catchment areas will allow researchers to determine the characteristics of student-aged populations living in thousands of school zones. SABINS data will be distributed to the academic community via a free subscription to the National Historic GIS web site (http://www.nhgis.org/), allowing researchers and educational administrators to create customized datasets consisting of geography and corresponding statistical information of their choosing. The SABINS Data Project will benefit society by improving scientific understanding of educational inequality and by allowing local, state, and federal administrators to deliver educational services more efficiently.
